Introduction:

We tried to make translation as easier as possible so here are the step by step instructions on how to translate TaskPatrol to your native language.

Translating:

Open Lang_english.txt file located in  

C:\Program Files\TaskPatrol\languages\Lang_english.txt

with your text editor (eg. notepad). The structure of this file is similar to .ini files and it follows this scheme:

[XXXXX]=Text to translate
Which means:

* [XXXXX] 


- the number identifying the text to the application

* Text to translate

 - text that should be translated

Translating text it self is not enough, you also need to take care of  some other things and here is the step by step guide on what you should look at:

- Never change number in front of the text


Example: 
[00001]=Not Running



Should not be changed to




[00246]=Not Running

- Keep the capital and lower letters as they are


Example: 
[00080]=permanently deleted from your system


should NOT be translated to




[00080]=Permanently deleted from your system

- Do not change double & sign (eg. &&) into single & 


Example:
[00349]=Contact && Support

should NOT be translated to




[00349]=Contact & Support


When you see && you should leave it that way.

- Pay attention on space signs: " " especially at the end of texts.


This can be little tricky since you can't see spaces but you can 


recognize them in text editor by looking at cursor position.


Example:


1. This text does not have space at the end of this line.


2. This text does have space at the end of this line. 


This is important because application often builds text at run time, eg:


"Welcome " + "User" = "Welcome User"


If you remove space after Welcome word you would get


"Welcome" + "User" = "WelcomeUser"

- Pay attention on new lines (also known as "carriage return and line feed" or CRLF or just [enter] character)


Example:
[00559]=Main Screen

This entry has one new line after text because program adds additional 

text to it at run time. You should not remove this empty lines in translated version.

- Watch out for singular and plurals (depending on your language)


Example:
Item and Items


Item
-
one 


Items
-
many

- Watch out for time in which verb is used 


Example:
Removing
-
action is taking place as we speak




Removed
-
action took place in the past and it's finished

- Do not modify words with % character, they are used to build text at run time


Example:
[00141]=Belongs to the %s


This would be used to create text: Belongs to the Internet Explorer


So you should translate this line normally just leave %s as it is


(you will also find %s, %u and probably some other letter after %)

- If you see some empty line do not remove it!


Example:
[00669]=



[00670]=


You should not delete these from the file, they will be used for future 


text added.

Other Tips:

-
Try to translate text in the approximately same number of characters.


Example:
"Dear user thank you for trying TaskPatrol"




|___________ size of text _____________|


This line would ideally be translated with the same number of characters


(not required but it is highly recommended to have at least near that number).

-
You can download notepad++ which is much better program than regular notepad 


for this and any other text editing.

- 
Turn OFF word wrap option in your text editor. Using this option may mess up

empty lines when showing text. Empty lines (also known as CRLF or [enter]) I have already mentioned in the text above.

-
If you notice some GUI inconsistent with your translated text then please make a 

screenshot so that we can fix it. For example this might happened if your translated line is much bigger than the original, then size of the text might be out of the window.

Testing your translation:

It is not necessarily to translate whole file at once, instead you can translate

part by part and test them accordingly. 

1. After you made some changes to the language file save it

2. Run TaskPatrol (if it is active then close it first) and see changes in program
